Kids First Education Foundation Mission

The mission of the Kids First Education Foundation of Wellington-Napoleon is to provide on-going financial resources, encouragement and support for the students and staff of the R-IX district.

Goal of the Teacher Grant Program

The goal of the grant program is to enhance the education of Wellington-Napoleon R-IX School District by encouraging and recognizing new educational approaches and concepts that are not currently funded by the district.

Eligibility

Teachers, school counselors, and library media specialists may apply for Foundation grants.  Grants are intended to fund the purchase of materials and/or equipment.  All projects should be associated with the development or improvement of educational programs within the Wellington-Napoleon R-IX School District.  Monies will not be available for personal teacher stipends or substitute teachers.  If funded, any non-consumables such as equipment or software become the property of the Wellington-Napoleon R-IX School District.

Application Procedures

1. Obtain grant application from the superintendent’s office or district website.

2. Application must be typed and no longer than two pages in length (not including the cover sheet and support documents).

3. The application cover sheet must be signed by the building principal as indication of support of the project.

4. Return completed application to the superintendent’s office Secretary between March 1st and March 15th.
5. The foundation will consider the applications and notify selected grantees before the end of the current school year.

Criteria for Selection

Selection for funding will be based on the following:

1. Number and description of students who will benefit.
2. Objectives/goals which are clear.
3. Projects which cannot currently be funded by the district.

4. Educational value/impact on students.
